NEW ORGAN AT OUR LADY ROMAN CATHOLIC CHURCH 
 

Our Lady Roman Catholic Church in the Portland neighborhood installed a 2-manual, 53-rank digital Johannus in 
June, courtesy of Riverstad Church Organ Consultants.  The existing 9-rank Pilcher (1919) was originally 
considered for restoration but was not deemed a realistic choice given a pending merger with nearby St. Cecilia 
RCC.  It has a functional 14-rank tubular-pneumatic (Wisconsin Pipe Organ Co. 1905).  Charles Wetzelberger 
has served as a keyboardist at Our Lady for the past 14 years and purchased the instrument should the church 
no longer serve as a worship space.
